We’ll show you many other wineries and relate their history, as well as the vine growing and general history of the Lower Hunter Valley. You’ll learn a lot about vine growing and wine making and gain a greater appreciation of the different varieties and blends of wine being made available to Australia and the world. You’ll also enjoy tasting locally produced cheeses and preserves, fudges and chocolate, morning tea at a scenic spot and a quality sit-down lunch. 

Historic Morpeth lies at the effective head of navigation on the Hunter River There was once a time when Morpeth was a bigger port than Sydney, where thousands of people first set foot on Australian soil.  It was a bustling river port servicing Maitland and other Hunter Valley settlements and one of the busiest trade centres in New South Wales. Its heyday was between 1830 and 1880 and it developed on land donated by Lt. Edward Close, who was responsible for all the beautiful public buildings in Morpeth including St James Church. Close built the church to honour a vow that he made to God if spared in a battle against Napoleon. Across the street is the lieutenant's home, one of the oldest buildings in the country, built by convict labour in 1826.
Another building of interest is the Post Office, which was re-built in 1880 and now referred to as the new post office. Many fine early buildings are preserved and you'll be enthralled by many interesting stories surrounding those early years and the people who now form part of our history. Visit the numerous galleries and art and craft shops that form part of this fine tourist destination, some modern, others extremely old.

The small towns of Raymond Terrace, Seaham, Clarencetown and Dungog all have their fascinating stories to tell and you’ll learn them all as we travel up the Williams River Valley to Barrington Tops National Park. Enjoy a full day tour to the beautiful natural harbour of Port Stephens, which covers an area more than four times that of Sydney Harbour and comprises the drowned valleys of the Karuah and Myall Rivers. Steeped in history which we’ll relate to you, you’ll marvel at the scenic beauty surrounding you at Gan Gan Lookout, within Tomaree National Park, where on a clear day you can see forever. 
Bottle-nose dolphins inhabit the Port and you'll take a 1 1/2 hour dolphin watch cruise aboard one of the many vessels that operate tours daily. Dolphin sightings are almost guaranteed and morning tea is included. 
Following a quality lunch, we’ll take you on a guided tour of the Tomaree Peninsula. If time permits, we'll visit Shoal Bay and Fingal Bay, the Port Stephens Native Flora Garden, Nelson Head Inner Lighthouse (maritime history and scenery), or, you may care to take a swim at one of the quiet beaches inside the Port, or at one of the picturesque surf beaches of the Pacific Ocean.
