Penalties for False Statutory Declarations

The Oaths Act 1901 provides that any person who wilfully and corruptly
makes a Statutory Declaration to gain material benefit as a consequence
of the untrue particular is guilty of an offence and is liable on conviction
on indictment to imprisonment for a term not exceeding 7 years. If the
offence is swearing a false declaration that does not involve material
.................................................................. benefit, the penalty is up to 5 years imprisonment.
