For pre-2023 students in the Sociology and Anthropology major, who have successfully completed SOCS2100 but haven’t completed all the major’s Directed courses,
S0OCS2100 will be changed from Core to count toward your major’s Directed requirements, and you will be required to complete either WIL Directed course SOCS3300
or PSYC3002.

Pre-2023 students who are not completing the Sociology and Anthropology major and are yet to successfully complete SOCS2100, will be required to complete either
WIL Directed course SOCS3300 or PSYC3002 instead of SOCS2100.
